Submission requirements:

-Proposals may be submitted in English, Spanish or Portuguese, the three official
languages of the AILCFH.

-All proposals are due March 2, 2015 at AILCFH@gmail.com

-Presentations should not exceed 20 minutes

-For literary and cultural topics, send presenter’s name, title, and abstract of 250 words
along with a brief description of professional qualifications (1 paragraph).

-For linguistics presentations, titles and anonymous abstracts of 500 words (excluding
references).

-Include the author’s/authors’ names and academic affiliation in the body of the email.

The registration is $100 US ($50 for students); all participants in the congress must be
members of the AILCFH (http://sites.la.utexas.edu/ailctfh/membresia/informacion-
general/). After proposals for the conference have been accepted, the Organizing
Committee will forward a list of lodging options at hotels and dormitories with
conference pricing. Milwaukee, the largest city in Wisconsin, has been a historical center
of immigration and is a capital city of the “Third Coast”, Lake Michigan’s shoreline.
Milwaukee is a thriving, multiethnic city located just 90 miles north of Chicago.
Marquette University is located in downtown Milwaukee within walking distance of
hotels and restaurants. All major airlines fly into Milwaukee’s General Mitchell Airport
with many direct flights available. Amtrak also serves Milwaukee, arriving from St. Paul,
MN, and Chicago’s Union Station on a regular basis.

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C. Call for Papers: Recent Hispanic And Luso-Brazilian Women'’s Crime
Fiction

Crime fiction continues to be a popular literary vehicle within Hispanic and Luso-
Brazilian societies,indeed thoughout the world, for addressing, making sense of, and
achieving retribution (if only fictitious) for a wide range of felonious activities that
confront us on a daily basis: murder, rape, kidnapping, domestic violence, pedophilia,
computer hacking and identity theft, drug- and human-trafficking, corporate corruption,
child pornography, to name the most obvious. Crime fiction is also an apt vehicle for
exploring issues of race, class, gender and national identity. We are interested in
“detecting” the continuing evolution in Hispanic and Luso-Brazilian women'’s crime
fiction as more and more women join the ranks of fictitious commissaries, police
departments, private detective agencies, or become amateur sleuths in quest of righting
wrongs or seeking social justice.

We are, therefore, inviting submission of chapter proposals based on new scholarship
on women-authored texts for an anthology of critical essays on Hispanic and Luso-
Brazilian Women's Crime Fiction. The proposal should take the form of a 250-word
abstract, and include a title and the author’s academic affiliation. Proposals should be
sent to Nancy Vosburg (nvosburg@stetson.edu) and Jackie Collins
(jackie.collins@northumbria.ac.uk).

D. Call for Papers: Gender and Sexuality in Spanish Urban Spaces

In Spain, as in many areas of the world, men have traditionally served as both prime
architects and builders of metropolitan areas--designing blueprints and constructing
buildings from the ground up and thus dominating cities. Contrastingly, women have
been encouraged, implicitly and explicitly, to remain within the interior spaces of the
home, or even far more distanced from society. Within the context of Spain, society
educated women to limit themselves to domestic, interior spaces with refrains such as
“la mujer y la sartén, en la cocina estan bien,” and during the majority of the twentieth
century, the Franco regime reinforced these antiquated behavior codes. While the
hindsight we have of the twenty-first century provides us with substantial perspective
on the politics that bolster such a gender divide in urban spaces, recent theory related
to the cultural production of space informs our understanding of cities as deeply
encoded with social-sexual meaning. Theorists such as Henri Lefebvre, Michel de
Certeau, Elizabeth Grosz, Judith Butler, and bell hooks, to name a very few, have written
about the production of space and the relationship of individuals to the places they
inhabit. Their writings have also helped us make connections between the social
construction of cities and gender identity, drawing attention to how human beings
appropriate space to reflect sexual identity as well as modify and interact with spaces to
satisfy and expand their gendered needs.

For this volume of critical essays, the editors invite submissions of abstracts (250-300
words) examining the synergistic interplay of urban space and architectural structure
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with gender and sexuality in recent cultural production, primarily literary fiction and
film, from 2000 to the present. Topics of interest may address questions such as:

e How do the seemingly ordinary activities of every-day average city dwellers
impact gender expression or sexual behavior?

e How do issues of class, ethnicity, race, and religious affiliation intersect with
sexual identity as manifested in Spanish cities?

e With regard to geographic information systems, can gender be “mapped”
topographically?

e How and in what ways do architectural forms mirror and reflect or subvert
gender performance?

e How does human occupation of various urban landscapes and structures dialog
with or challenge institutions of power and how they have traditionally shaped
sexual identity and gender performance?

e How is gender workplace inequality portrayed in fiction and film?

e What tools of urban landscapes shape the observer’s gaze?

Submissions, sent as Word attachments, must include a working title, 250-300 word
abstracts, the author's academic affiliation and contact information. In your email,
please include a 2-3 sentence biography. Email article proposals to both Maria
DiFrancesco (mdifrancesco@ithaca.edu) and Debra Ochoa (dochoa@trinity.edu). If you
would like to participate in this project and have any questions, feel free to contact
either one of us prior to the deadline. The deadline for manuscripts is January 15, 2015.
The editors will respond with their selection of abstracts by March 25, 2015. Once
abstracts have been selected, complete papers (18-24 pages), will be due by the end of
June 2015.

E. Missing, presumed dead: absent mothers in the cultural imagination
Umea University 11-12 June, 2015

The dead or absent mother is a recurring feature in Western cultural productions, from
Greek myths through folktales, Shakespeare and Dickens to contemporary literature
such as Miriam Toew's A Complicated Kindness (2004), television, and films such as
Finding Nemo (2003) and The Road (2009). The mother might be dead at the outset, or
die during the narrative. Her death might be a disaster, propelling the child into danger;
a blessing, saving the child from an abusive or inappropriate parent and making way for
a more suitable guardian; or of no consequence.

This two-day international conference aims to explore the many functions and
meanings of the trope of the absent mother, both as products of the time and culture
that produced the narratives, and as part of an ongoing cultural conversation about
motherhood that spans the centuries. Are the narratives a response to high numbers of
maternal death in childbirth in the Middle Ages, to changes to the early modern family
structure, to increased divorce rates after World War I1? Are they a reflection of “a
general anxiety of female influence” (Henneberg 2008)? What concerns are articulated
in the narratives and what messages are communicated? What lessons, if any, are they



supposed to teach?

Papers are invited on the absent mother in myths and legends, novels, plays, poetry and
art from any period, as well as in film and television, graphic novels and fan fiction.
Presentations should be no more than twenty minutes in length.

An anthology is planned, in which selected papers may be published, following a peer-
review process.

Keynote speakers are Professor Marilyn Francus, West Virginia University, USA, author
of Monstrous Motherhood (2012), and Dr Rebecca Feasey, Bath Spa University, UK,
author of From Happy Homemaker to Desperate Housewives (2012).
