As many of you might be aware, Georgia is one of USA southern states that passed an
"Arizona copy-cat" law. Though the harshest provisions of the law have been upheld by
the court, the general environment for undocumented immigrants is unsettling. On top of
this last year Georgia University System's Board of Regents decided to ban
undocumented students from the state’s most selective universities, including the
University of Georgia, Georgia Tech, Georgia State University, the Medical College of
Georgia, and Georgia College and State University.
