Amanecer en el Zécalo (2007) and many more.

A current membership to the coalition Feministas Unidas is required of all authors at the time of
submission and must be kept until the end of the process.

Manuscripts should be double-spaced and between 17-25 double-spaced pages in length, including all
notes, as well as the Works Cited. They should be formatted using Times New Roman Size 12 and |”
margins.

For review purposes, originals should contain no reference to the author. Include a one page cover letter
with author’s information: name, rank, academic affiliation, email, postal address, essay’s little, and a brief bio
(8-10 lines) with latest publications.

Essays in Spanish, Portuguese or English, need to conform to the most recent versions of the MLA Style
Manual and the MLA Handbook for Writers of Research Papers.

The end notes will be at the end of the essay, and they should NOT BE INSERTED AUTOMATICALLY. Please
MANUALLY use numbers in superscript in the text and then refer to them in the end notes section.

Submission of originals:

While we accept submissions all year around, in order to be considered for the Fall 2012 Issue, originals
need to be submitted by January 31, 2012. Send originals and cover letters as attachments in MS
